Frankfort Bark Park prides itself on promoting the park as a “safe” place for
you and your dog. We want all members to enjoy the park while they're there
and safety plays a key role in that enjoyment. So how can you help?

Refresh yourself of the rules. They are posted on our website and at the park.
Here’s a recap of three main rules.

<% Keep an eye on your dog at all timedt’s tempting to socialize while

~ there and we are glad members are building friendships and sharing dog
tips. But the goal of the park is to have a safe place to let your dog run
and interact with other dogs. This means you must keep your eyes on
them at all times in case they get overexcited and you need to intervene
or correct your dog. Otherwise, your dog may be ruining someone else’s
enjoyment of the park. Always keep your dog’s leash with you.

=~ No congregating at the gate when new dogs ent&vhen a dog enters

~ the park, it can be stressful and exciting. Being greeted by numerous
dogs could trigger an event—please keep your dog well inside the park
when members are entering so the new dog can get acclimated slowly
and without incident.

e~ Learn to recognizea potential problem between dogs and leave the park
if you must to keep you and your dog safe. Staring between dogs, raised
hair on the back of the neck, snarling, and guarding of toys or water are

some of the signs of a potential problem.

It's important to remember, dogs can have a bad day too. If your dog is having
“one of those days,” it might be best to walk them on a trail or near your home
rather than visit the park and take an unnecessary risk.

We applaud all our members who make the commitment to join the park
and provide their dog with a healthy lifestyle. And we thank you for
following the rules, acting as mentors to newer members, and most of all
for helping keep all of our dogs safe at Frankfort Bark Park.



Chicagoland heat, humidity and sun-
shine are just around the corner. Kee
your dog safe by following these tips:

In high heat and humidity, even a
short walk can lead to heatstroke.
Monitor your dog’s activity level dur-
ing the summertime and adjust ac-
cordingly. Remember dogs who have
dark fur will soak up more heat faster

Learn the signs of heat stroke
(see sidebar for more).

Always have clean water
available; don'’t let your dog drink
from puddles or stagnant ponds
which may contain harmful
bacteria.

If you walk or run with your dog,

do those activities in the morning -

or evening to avoid the hottest
daytime sun.

Watch out for moldy food. Your
dog may find a compost pile or
garbage laying out and ingest
something accidentally.

Check your dog’s paws, they
should feel like fine sandpaper.
Running on hot pavement may
burn a dog’s paws. If the sidewal
is too hot for your feet, it is too
hot for your dog'’s feet.

Have your dog take breaks durin
activity so they can rest and get
water.

Watch out for summer foods—
grapes, raisins, corn cobs—are a|
dangerous for dogs.

Keep up with flea and tick medi-
cines all the way through fall.
